“I wish I could compete at the 2008 Tour of Utah, it will be a spectacular mountainous 
course,” said Tour de France star and former Utah resident Levi Leipheimer. “I have 
ridden the mountains along the Tour of Utah routes, they are world class! The climbs and 
scenery are on par with the Tour de France.”  
 
The Tour is being called a “cornerstone” NRC event by the cycling media, coming at a 
crucial turning point in the schedule, one week following Elite Nationals. With five tough 
days racing at altitude, it will be perfect training for those pros lining up for the USPro 
Championship in Greenville in late August.   
 
“We’re expecting more than 120 cyclists from the best teams in North America,” said 
McGinnis. “This tour draws national attention, top-tier athletes, and is one of only 35
